By air, you can fly directly to Hot Springs via Dallas-Fort Worth on Mesa Airlines. Or, fly into Little Rock, 49
miles northeast of Hot Springs, and take a shuttle bus or rent a car for a scenic one-hour drive to Hot
o0 Springs. The shuttle service is conveniently located near the baggage carousel at the Little Rock Airport.

Note phone number(s) for the shuttle service below. Reservations are best. Coordinate flight times with others for cost.
Shuttle leaves Little Rock Airport for Hot Springs at 10:30am, 3:00 & 6:30pm. Returns from Hot Springs to Little Rock
Airport at 7:00am, 12:30 & 4:30pm. It goes to all major hotels and the airport in Hot Springs. Allow time for all this.

Seven major carriers fly into Little Rock National. Car rental agencies have offices in both the Little Rock and Hot
Springs Airports. Hot Springs municipal airport handles light private and charter aircraft.
